Venue Plan

The first step is to have a plan of the venue.s Bhiould be pretty much drawn to scale,
with key dimensions marked on it. It should aleows doors, windows, and any other
room feature that will affect your layout (eg stpedockers in an assembly hall;
emergency exits, canteen serving windows etc).

An example (hand drawn) is shown in Appendix 1.

Once you have your venue plan, you can now workungre to place the panels.

Some tips before you start:

- Make some copies of your venue plan as you wilbpbly make some changes.
Cut out some paper or cardboard “panels”, or usehlma. Of course they have
to be consistent with the scale of your venue pMau can then move them
around easily to see what is likely to work and tawidl not.

Consider using a computer program (eg Excel —litletiyou draw objects and
move them around).
